About the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) TidyTowns Special Award 

The SDGs offer a plan of action for people, planet and prosperity and seek to strengthen 

universal peace in larger freedom. This SDG Special Award, aims to acknowledge the 

significant efforts and contributions communities do to increase awareness and 

engagement on the economic, social and environmental dimensions of sustainable 

development. 

The Award is sponsored by the Department of Environment, Climate and Communications 

who have lead responsibility for this whole of Government approach. 

The Prize 

 
Two prizes of €2,000 will be awarded: one to the best entry from a large town/urban centre, 

and one for the best entry from a village/small town. There will also be three runner-up 

prizes of €500 each. Also, recognising the key role of the younger generation, an additional 

prize of €500 will be awarded to the best entry that can demonstrate a sizable contribution 

by young people. 

You don’t need to develop a new project to apply, just to demonstrate that the work you 

are already undertaking is achieving so many of these goals already. It is likely that you have 

projects entered in the main competition already. For example: Take a look at all the 

activities your TidyTowns committee have completed since June 2020.

Entries are judged on an annual basis and previous scoring does not carry forward. Previous 

entries are acceptable as long as work is ongoing and a prize has not been previously 

awarded. All applications may apply to be considered for up to two awards, large town or 

small town and the youth award on one application or submit on second form, on a 

different initiative, for consideration under youth award only. Only one prize will be 

awarded per entry.
